            Configuration of the ArcIMS Server Machine


I-1. 
Internet Information Services. Internet Information Services must be fully functional on 
the ArcIMS Server.  The ServletExec install requires a Web server.


a. Install the JSDK (Java Software Development Kit by Sun Microsystems) appropriate 
for the current ArcIMS version on the ArcIMS server.  For ArcIMS 4.0.1, use JSDK 1.4.0 (not 
the latest version).  The correct version can be downloaded from the archived releases section of 
java.sun.com   



b. Install ServletExec Application Server (AS) on the ArcIMS server.  The version on the 
ArcIMS 4.0.1 CD is fine.  During the install:



(1) Choose the option to:  Install a ServletExec/AS Instance.


(a) For the instance name, any name may be used, but it is recommended that the name of the ArcIMS server is used for the instance name.


(b) Select the Web server that is present or that was installed above.


(c) Install ServletExec AS as an NT Service.


(d) Allow ServletExec AS to update the Web server configuration file


(2) Edit the ServletExec startup file to allow requests from the Web server:

(a) Edit the StartServletExec.bat file with a text editor. This file is located in <ServletExec install directory>\se-<instance>, where <instance> is a reference to the instance name used during the installation of ServletExec AS.


(b) At the end of the long startup string, add the Web server’s IP address with the “allow” parameter: allow 10.1.1.1  In this example, the Web server’s address is “10.1.1.1”.  This should be the web server located outside your firewall.  An IP address mask, such as 10.1.1.*.  Note: it is possible to “allow” more than one machine.


(c) Save the .bat file and close the text editor.



c. Install ArcIMS software:

(1) In the Post-Installation wizard for the Servlet Connector location, point to C:\Program Files\New Atlanta\ServletExec AS\se-<instance>\Servlets, where <instance> is the name used during the ServletExec installation.

(2) Restart the ServletExec AS service in Control Panel-Administrative Tools-Services.


d. Add Web applications to ServletExec:


(1) Open the ServletExec Admin page via the Start-Programs-New Atlanta-ServletExec AS menu.


(2) Under Web Application in the left side of the Admin page, click Manage to display the Manage Web Applications panel. The following application is mandatory for a successful installation.

(3) Click Add ArcIMS “output” Web Application.  In the dialog box that opens, fill in the values required:

(a) Application Name: use output.  Note – application names are case-sensitive.

(b) URL Context Path: /output/
(c) Location: C:\ArcIMS\Output (or wherever your ArcIMS output directory is located)

(d) File Caching: disabled is recommended, since most files will only be retrieved once.


(e) Click Submit to create the web application. If a message returns stating that necessary 
resources (WEB-INF folder, etc.) are not present, click the Create button to create those 
resources. The user should then see that the web application has been successfully created. If not, 
refer to the troubleshooting guide in the ServletExec User Guide PDF (on the ArcIMS CD).
